We take 
responsibility for this and are currently focusing on three 
different topics: reducing our carbon footprint, renewable 
energy production and the after-treatment of our emissions 
with, amongst others, our ULEv vessels.

In recent years, Jan De Nul Group has focused strongly 
on expanding its CSR focus area ‘Energy, Emissions and 
Climate’.

•	 All dredging, civil and environmental activities of Jan De Nul Group in the Benelux 
have been certified according to the CO2 performance ladder, an instrument to 
encourage CO2 reductions in the construction industry. In 2020, we achieved the 
highest level 5 for all these activities. 

•	 For 2020, we had set ourselves seven reduction targets with accompanying 
measures. They were explained to the company in a broad information campaign.

•	 Since November 2020, our carbon footprint for the entire Jan De Nul Group has 
been verified according to ISO 14064. 

•	 We continue our focus on the roll-out of ULEv vessels. This system is the  
standard in terms of low emissions for Jan De Nul’s newly built vessels.

•	 Working groups and research projects, both internal and external, emphasise  
our future-oriented approach. Our specialists look for innovative solutions to 
climate problems, such as research into the use of hydrogen; the development of 
Nature-Based Solutions in view of climate adaptation and the planting of  
Mangroves for capturing CO2.
